Next on the agenda was the election of Club Officers

Race Secretary- Nominations were opened by Anthony Tapia for Cliff Spencer with a proposal to have Jose Martinez be an intern to Cliff for OB’s due to Cliff’s obligations, with Jose taking over when Cliff feels he has been trained. Nomination Second by Mike Romero and passed unanimously 

Secretary Treasurer- Nominations opened for treasurer by Steve Guzman to stay with John McCullough second by Ken Easley no other nominations voted on unanimously.

Vice President- Nominations opened by Mike Romero second by Joey Chavez no other nominations, voted on and unanimously.

President – Nominations opened with John McCullough for Anthony Tapia to remain president and second by Steve Guzman, no other nominations voted on unanimously.

Next new business item was to inform everybody that 2009 LL bands would be available after the meeting through john McCullough.

Next Anthony Tapia brought up that the World of Wings pigeon center sent 25 Gold bands from their program to each club and are available at $10.00 each, these bands are for their program and if your bird does well enough becomes eligible for prize money in their program for not only YB’s but Ob’s as well. Within our own club who ever purchases these bands will become eligible for the Baby from the WOW breeders at the end of the year. Winner within the club will be determined by which bird wearing the Gold band finishes highest in the points for Champion bird in YB’s 2009. The bands are available through Anthony Tapia and will be available at a first come basis.

Next item under new business was by Mike Romero- He brought a proposal to do some research on having a Auction at some point for YB’s to have a Auction race with details to be worked out by a committee, was discussed in short and details will be passed to the members when everything is worked out.

Anthony Tapia brought out the possibility of club members sending birds to out of state races and has details on several races at a reasonable cost, also that we will be receiving birds for our 300 mile Futurity from Las Vegas NV. Silver State RPC and anybody interested in hosting these birds to contact him on getting birds to fly. It will be a breeder handler 50% split with the breeder paying the $2.50 entry, and the $7.50 being paid by both at time of shipping. 

Joey Chavez brought up us having a horseshoe tournament prior to OB’s season, also mentioned was making sure more advertising for tournament prior to date. It was also mentioned the possibility of having the YB’s auction at that time.

Anthony Tapia brought up about joining the Texas Center for Racing Pigeons to enhance relations with other clubs and possibly hosting the Convention at some point in the future. The cost is $20.00 per member and you receive a Yearbook annually.
